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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2005, the patient was on the USS Ronald Reagan Aircraft Carrier.  The patient was running one day.  He was running and hit the metal arch way on to his forehead.  It was a metal object, hurt the forehead.  He started having bleeding and laceration of forehead.  The patient tells me that he did not lose consciousness.  However, he had severe headache, confusion, disorientation, and dizziness.  The patient did not feel right for the next day.
The patient now has significant brain fog, memory loss, headaches, displaced anger, and sensitivity to light.

The patient tells me that he is currently a poetry writer.  The patent tells me he has difficulty to write poetry because he lost social skills.  The patient has difficulty reading.  The patient has difficulty to write poetry.

MoCA examination today is 27/30.  The patient missed 3 on delay recall.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2005, the patient was in USS Ronald Reagan Aircraft Carrier.  The patient was running and hit the forehead, on to the metal arch way.  On examination, he clearly has a scar, in the middle of the forehead.  The incident caused him severe headache.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient is currently having lot of headaches now.  He tells me that he is very light sensitive.  The patient has brain fog.  His memory is not as good as previously.  The patient has decreased the ability to read.  He also lot of anger issues.  The head injury, associated with confusion and disorientation, head pain, consistent with traumatic brain injury.
