CC: Left foot issue.
HPI: A 73-year-old with left foot hammertoe that has had progression of irritation on the pad of the toe and now, at the base of the toe, there is a wound, there is a dark color. No drainage, but the area is wet just by nature of it being in a sock and a shoe all day. She is worried about this and has tried to use different spacers to keep her toe away from the adjacent toes, but that has not worked. I talked to her about being seen by a wound care physician to see what they could provide to help get this wound healed and she is in agreement with that. I did have contact with the wound care physician, the wounds were described and he stated he would be happy to formally evaluate it, but that she may be best treated with a raise procedure, which would be removing that toe and those are not uncommon procedures in patients that have hammer toes and generally heal without difficulty and it would alleviate as we go forward any further problems. I did not discuss that with her today. Also, last week, the patient had earache, Ciprodex was ordered and she has received four days of treatment. There was a delay in getting it due to the holidays, but she states her ear is fine and does not think she needs to continue with eardrops.
DIAGNOSES: Parkinson’s disease, hammertoe on left foot with increasing wound issues, anxiety, glaucoma, peripheral neuropathy, hypothyroid, hypertension, recurrent UTIs, GERD, depression, insomnia.
ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.
MEDICATIONS: See January 2024 MAR.
DIET: NAS.
CODE STATUS: Full code.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was alert and more contained, able to tell me what her needs were.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 150/84, pulse 70, respirations 16 and weight 131 pounds.

CARDIAC: She has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub or gallop.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She has upper extremity tremor that varies with her mood or what she is talking about. Left foot second toe extensive hammertoe deformity and, at the base of the toe, there is a round brown area with odor. No drainage in the area, it is generally moist and she states that it is uncomfortable as opposed to painful. She still ambulates and weight bears on that foot.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Hammertoe. Previse Wound Care to evaluate the patient. She will be seen most likely by Dr. Patterson who is the surgeon and we will go with whatever he recommends.
