CC: Diarrhea.
HPI: A 77-year-old patient seen in her room. She was pleasant and quite talkative. She states that she is getting used to being here, she gets sad when she thinks about her being here because her husband passed away and she cannot live by herself. I reminded her that she is fortunate to have the option of being in a facility and that she still has people that care about her who contact her. She tells me that taking the MiraLAX has resulted in her having early morning awakening because she is having a BM and that had never happened to her before, so she would like it discontinued and I told her we will do that.
DIAGNOSES: Gait instability requires wheelchair, history of falls, hypothyroid, hyperlipidemia, HTN, generalized muscle weakness.
ALLERGIES: KEFLEX.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 12/13 note.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, makes eye contact and interactive.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 117/61, pulse 56, respirations 18 and weight 142 pounds, which is a weight loss of 2 pounds.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Propels her manual wheelchair. She is weight-bearing, but has to have standby assist as balance is unsteady and she self-transfers.
NEURO: Orientation x2. She has to reference for date and time. Makes eye contact. Speech is clear.
SKIN: Warm, dry. Bruising previously noted has resolved.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Loose stools. Discontinue MiraLAX that was given q.d. and we will see if she will come to need anything in the future p.r.n.
