HPI: An 88-year-old gentleman in resident since 11/16/2023. The patient has a diagnosis of Alzheimer’s disease and it precludes getting information from him. He likes to interact with people. He is a joker and it is hard to get a straight answer from him and when asking basic things like what kind of work did you used to do, his answer is I do not know what I used to do and it is believable that he does not have recollection. He requires redirection and prompting for basic ADLs on dressing and getting ready for bed. He will start it on his own, but as to showering and brushing his teeth etc., he has to be reminded. When I saw the patient today, his whole point was to joke with the other two patients that were in the room. When he entered, it was hard to get him to sit still and try to answer questions and to that end, I contacted his daughter, Belinda Biddick who is also his POA to see if I could not get medical information from her. She was pleasant and cooperative, but did ask. If they are meeting the staff here had to sign him to me and I stated that that was my assumption. She stated that he has a Mercy physician that he has been seen for sometime I believe it is his neurologist who made his diagnosis of Alzheimer’s disease and she plans to take him back to see this physician and has had him seen by him between his admission date and today. This information was not given to the DON/ADON after I asked them about this. So, I told daughter that I would not follow up with him and I appreciated her giving me that information upfront. She was pleasant and thanked me for calling.
