CC: Followup on allergies.

HPI: An 88-year-old female who when seen last had nasal drainage with congestion that was persistent so she was started on Claritin-D q.d. and treated with Z-PAK and eventually everything cleared up and she states she has not had that problem at least the last three weeks. The patient is well groomed in her room sitting and reading. She has got different Bibles and she told me about what each one is for and how they are different which was interesting. She feels good, has no complaints. Appetite is good. Sleeps through the night, pain is managed.

DIAGNOSES: MCI, which is stable, HTN, HLD, depression, left eye visual loss and insomnia treated.

MEDICATIONS: Coreg 37.5 mg a.m. and 8 p.m., losartan 100 mg h.s., Zoloft 50 mg q.d., trazodone 50 mg h.s., and D3 1000 IU q.d..

ALLERGIES: PCN.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular with thin liquids.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert, pleasant, and cooperative.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 141/65, pulse 66, temperature 97.7, respirations 20, O2 saturation 99%, and weight 134 pounds.

HEENT: Her hair is short, thick and groomed. Corrective lenses in place. Sclerae clear. Nares patent. Moist oral mucosa. She has no runny nose and no nasal twang to her voice.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Her lung fields are clear. No cough. Symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: She has regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Soft and bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

SKIN: Warm and dry with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Monthly check all is well. She has no complaints and is current on labs.
