ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: COVID vaccine as well as pneumonia and flu shots were up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He has a girlfriend that sees him on regular basis. He lives in a shed behind someone’s home at this time. Smoking, yes. He is still smoking. He does not drink. He has two children. He is single.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother and father died of old age. He does not remember exactly what they died of.
