This is a 76-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with senile degeneration of his brain. His other comorbidities include COPD, smoking, and tobacco abuse. Since last visit, he has lost weight. He has become more weak. He has decreased mentation. He lives in a group home but he stays in the bed. He has a diaper. He has pulls ups that he wears because he is becoming bowel or bladder incontinent.

He does not know what date is and where he is. A group home supervisor told me that his condition is worsening in the past few weeks he is become much more confused and difficult to understand. His medications including an Anoro and breathing treatment is helping his COPD but he continues to have wheezing. He also takes valsartan and Norvasc to control his blood pressure.

Overall progress remains poor. He lives in a group home that is taken care by group home manager. He has a KPS score of 40% and showing overall demise.
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
