HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 15-year-old male patient here complaining of left great toe ingrowing nail. The patient has had these symptoms now for few days now. Apparently, he had bumped his toe yesterday on a bedpost as well. It started to bleed a bit, but definitely verbalizes the ingrown toenail.

No other issues verbalized. 

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Occasionally drinks alcohol. No smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/63. Pulse 70. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.3. Oxygenation 96%. 

HEENT: Largely unremarkable. 
NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

Examination of that left great toe, it does have an ingrowing nail both on the lateral as well as medial borders surrounded by erythema. No visible discharge at this point, ingrowing nail.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Ingrowing nail left great toe. We are going to give him Augmentin 875 mg b.i.d. 10 days. We are going to give 24 to 48 hour antibiotic treatment and then he will come back for a probable toenail removal at that point. He can come back tomorrow or Friday. Plan of care reviewed with him. I have answered all this questions today.
