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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 95-year-old Hispanic female that is seen with acute kidney injury most likely associated to prerenal azotemia. The patient continues to have a protein-to-creatinine ratio that is elevated at 32.9. She has been taking Bumex every other day. We are going to change her to Bumex three times a week and we are going to increase the fluid intake. I have to point out that in August the creatinine was 2.1 and currently the creatinine is 1.5; she is correcting, she is improving. The patient does not have proteinuria.

2. Diabetes mellitus that is under control.

3. The patient has persistent constipation that is treated with the administration of Linzess one tablet every day. She does not like it because of the loose stools that sometimes she has. We are going to be a little bit more liberal in the administration of fluids in order to help the constipation.

4. The baseline creatinine is still not established, but it seems to me that Mrs. Rodriguez is CKD stage IIIB.
We are going to reevaluate the case in three months with laboratory workup.
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
