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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 82-year-old white male that is followed in the office because of CKD stage IIIA. The patient remains in very stable condition. The CKD stage IIIA is most likely related to diabetes mellitus, arterial hypertension, hyperlipidemia and aging process. The patient does not have any specific complaints.

2. The patient has a history of gout in the past. He has not had a heart attack recently and continues to take allopurinol 300 mg and uric acid reported was 5.1.

3. The patient has a history of BPH. The symptoms have not appeared. The patient is feeling that it is not getting any worse.

4. The patient has diabetes mellitus that is under control. Hemoglobin A1c is 6.4. However, he put 14 pounds of body weight and he is complaining of severe pain in the knees and, for that reason, we think that he will benefit from the administration of Ozempic 0.5 mg subQ. The prescription was sent to the pharmacy.
5. Hyperlipidemia under control.
6. Reevaluation in four months with laboratory workup.
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
