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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 81-year-old Hispanic female that was found with left renal cell carcinoma that was evaluated and treated at the Moffitt Cancer Center in Tampa. The patient underwent left nephrectomy because the mass was compromising the hilum. Today, the patient comes with a laboratory workup that reveals the presence of a serum creatinine of 1.14, a BUN of 20, an estimated GFR of 48, serum electrolytes are all within normal limits, albumin is 4.5 and globulin is 2.8. The liver function tests are normal. Unfortunately, we do not have a urinalysis or protein-to-creatinine ratio in the urine or microalbumin-to-creatinine ratio in the urine. We are going to order those tests, but she has a normal kidney function taking into consideration that is a solitary kidney.

2. The patient has history of hypertension. She has been taking losartan. She mentions the fact that anytime that she goes to the doctor’s office the blood pressure goes up. She claims that the blood pressure is normal at home. The recommendations given were low-sodium diet; she has to take a low-fat diet and a fluid restriction of 45 ounces in 24 hours.

3. Cholelithiasis that is symptomatic from time to time. This patient has a proven cholelithiasis by ultrasound. The primary care physician Dr. Saint-Fleur is planning on referring the patient for cholecystectomy in the near future.

4. The patient is overweight with a BMI of 32. We are going to reevaluate this case in two months with laboratory workup.
