HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that that he was involved in traumatic brain injury. In May 2005, the patient was in Iraq.  The patient was involved in a car bomb explosion.  It was an IED explosion.  The patient tells me that he immediately had loss of consciousness.  He fell and he was out of consciousness for about two minutes.  When he woke up, the patient has severe confusion, disorientation, and headaches.  The next episode was in July 2005, the patient was in Iraq.  The patient was involved in another car bomb from IED explosion. The patient had immediate loss of consciousness for about one minute.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented with severe headache.  The third episode was in October 2005 again in Iraq.  The patient’s car military personnel vehicle, went over an IED, there was another car explosion.  The patient also has loss of consciousness for about a minute or two.  There is also severe headache, confusion and disorientation.

The patient tells me that currently he has symptoms including cognitive deficits, memory loss, speech problems, depression, light sensitivity, headache, mood swings, and tinnitus.

The patient tells me that he is a case manager for Veteran Organization.  The patient tells me that he has difficulty to focus on his workup.  He tells me that he has difficulty to concentrate.  He lives his train of thoughts.  The patient is not able to remember his past duties.  The patient has memory deficits.  He is not able to remember all of the things he needs to do.  The patient tells me that there were another four incidents of IED explosions, that he does not remember the exact date.  The patient tells me that similar things happened, it was IED explosion, and that resulted in injury to the head with loss of consciousness.  However, the patient does not remember the exact date.

It is my opinion that the patient has traumatic brain injury.  The patient has multiple IED explosions injury that resulted in loss of consciousness followed by severe headache and disorientation.  The patient tells me it happened about seven to eight times there are similar IED explosions during both of his deployment.  The patient currently has significant memory deficits.  MoCA examination, the patient’s short-term recall is only 1/5.  The MoCA examination clearly shows that he has memory loss.  The patient also has subjective headaches, speech problems, light sensitivity, and tinnitus, these all signs and symptoms suggesting traumatic brain injury.  It is my opinion that the patient has sustained a traumatic brain injury, from all the IED explosions.
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
