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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in May 2020.  The patient was on base Lemoore in Lemoore, California.  The patient was in a hydraulic staircase.  The patient was trying to lift something.  Certainly, a heavy plastic rubber “chocks” was about 20 pounds fell onto his head.  It fell on the top of the head.  He had immediate loss of consciousness for few seconds.  He flashed out.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented and also with a severe head pain.  The patient tells me that he has severe headache from the rest of that day.

Since then the patient has been having headaches all day.  The patient has daily lingering headaches.  The patient tells me if he has a pressure on his head or neck, he would hurt a lot.
The patient’s currently is an aviation electronics technician.  The patient tells me that he has to wear a big cranial piece helmet everyday and it is heavy.  Every time he wears that, it will trigger the headache every single day.  The patient also has neck pain.  The patient has difficult to concentrate because of these head pain.  The patient has difficulty to focus because of this head pain.
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
