LUNGS: Normal percussion note, vesicular breath sounds. No crackles or wheezes.

ABDOMEN: Soft, no tenderness, no organomegaly, no masses palpable.

EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema, positive peripheral pulses.
A:
Forehead laceration after the fall, hypertension, back pain, and dyspepsia.

P:
The patient was seen and examined. Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely. Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  I have reviewed the hospital records and we will remove the stitches after about 10 days and we will continue to watch her closely.  She fell out of chair while she was leaning forward and the family is aware.
