CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of sudden loss of balance, fall, right hip and left hip pain, and left finger numbness or tingling.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her son stating that she was coming down the stairs at home and through a bag full of cloths upstairs and she threw two times and third time she used lot of force and instantly she lost her balance and fell down hitting her right side of the jaw on the railings. The patient did not passed out and she did not hit her head. The patient did not lose consciousness after that she rested for few minutes after that she was able to continue to do her routine. The patient never had such episode in the past.

The patient also complained of both right and left hip and it is worse upon sitting on the floor and the pain level is 5 or 6.
The patient also complained of numbness and tingling in the left fourth and fifth fingers.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight loss or weight gain, dizziness, headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for chronic bronchitis and she is on albuterol inhaler two puffs three or four times a day, vitamin D deficiency and she is on vitamin D3 5000 units once a day.
The patient has a history of hypothyroidism and she is on levothyroxine 50 mcg once a day.

The patient has a history of gastritis and she is on omeprazole 40 mg once a day along with bland diet.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any bruits.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
Bilateral hip examination has minimal tenderness at the groin area. There is no deformity noted and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

Left hand examination reveals numbness of the fourth and fifth fingers. Otherwise, carpal tunnel is not tender.
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
