Mr. Jameson is a 74-year-old gentleman who is currently on hospice with a history of COPD. He has a KPS score of 40% now. He is more short of breath. He is dyspneic. She sleeps majority of the time. When he is awake, he is very anxious. He has lost weight about 4 pounds since last evaluation. He has protein-calorie malnutrition as well as muscle wasting. He requires position changing to reduce chances of developing bedsores. He was at a high risk of fall, but he is no longer able to ambulate. Again, he has decreased appetite causing his weight loss and anxiety that requires medication. He requires O2. He has air hunger when he is awake and he is most comfortable when he is sleeping. Overall, prognosis is quite poor. He most likely has less than six months to live and remains hospice appropriate.
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
