This is a 75-year-old gentleman with history of hypertension, coronary artery disease, DJD, weight loss, and weakness. Currently on hospice with end-stage COPD. The patient is a smoker. He definitely needs oxygen. His caretaker tells me that he is short of breath when he is sitting there but he refuses to use oxygen because he wants to smoke. Since last visit, he has lost 3.5 pounds. His appetite has been diminished. He lives with his caretaker. He is continuing to smoke. He does not want to talk about oxygen he is afraid of it because he does not want to give up smoking. He does not want to take oxygen. He uses inhaler all the time. He is not eating very much. His appetite is diminished. He has high risk of fall. He has had couple of episodes of bowel and bladder incontinence because he is too short of breath to get up fast and go to the bathroom.

His KPS score is 40%. He continues to decline as far as his breathing is concerned and he is now developing air hunger associated with anxiety because of his end-stage COPD and confusion most likely because of hypoperfusion.
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
