The patient presents with continued cough with flu A diagnosed 12/21/23 and states it is now worse for the past seven or eight days. 

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Bronchitis.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Smokes one pack of cigarettes per day.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Extremities: All within normal limits. Skin: All within normal limits.  Neuropsych: All within normal limits.

Chest x-ray obtained without findings. 

PLAN:  The patient is given Rocephin and dexamethasone with prescrption for Z-PAK, Medrol including Codeine containing cough medication and because of severity of cough and diagnosis of bronchitis and to follow with PCP and here as needed.
