CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with pain in right ear for the last 24 hours and slight sore throat, seen here recently for flu.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: He states he has a history of wax in his ears, seen by ENT two years ago, told there was a slightly narrow external auditory canal.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Noted to be partial loss of landmarks right tympanic membrane with slight erythema. Cerumen partially blocking the left external auditory canal. No auricular or tragal tenderness to suggest otitis externa. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
IMPRESSION: Suspected right otitis media with questionable right otitis externa and also impacted cerumen in the left external auditory canal.

PLAN: The patient was given a prescription for amoxicillin and Cortisporin Otic to put in his right ear and advised to use Debrox ear kit for his left ear with Sudafed over-the-counter or Zyrtec-D if needed for congestion.
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
