Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: All within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.
The patient had strep and COVID testing with positive COVID.

DIAGNOSIS: COVID.

PLAN: The patient was advised to follow up next week with consideration of ultrasound. Recheck COVID.
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
