CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is for followup of an injury to his left toe. He states that he hurt his foot on hitting bottom of bed two days ago and seen yesterday with a prescription of Augmentin for an apparent infection with followup today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Swelling and inflammation to lateral borders of first toenail with appearance of being ingrown with some granulation tissue apparent, but the patient denies problem with foot until injury two days ago. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.

X-rays of foot were obtained and showed no abnormalities, no fracture of distal phalanx.

IMPRESSION: Question ingrown toenail with history of trauma to left first toe.

PLAN: The patient was advised to continue Augmentin with topical wound care with warm soaks and, if not healed, to return in one week, with resolution of inflammation and apparent infection, with some redness noted to the adjacent skin. Because he was on antibiotics, culture was not obtained. The patient is to follow up in one week for removal of lateral nails if necessary pending healing.
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
