The patient tells me that the he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that he was involved in a machine gun and explosives in 2012 and 2013 in Afghanistan.  The patient tells me that he was operating machine guns.  They were very loud.  It causes significant shockwave to him.  There are many explosives that he has experienced during a training exercise also.  It was in 2010 in Fort Benning, Georgia. The patient had fire explosion training.  It caused significant shockwave and caused him to have dizziness, lightheadedness, confusion, and disorientation with these explosions.  The patient tells me that he did not have my loss of consciousness.  However, the patient has consistent ringing in the ears.  Since then, he has significant ringing.  Now his symptoms involve tinnitus or difficulty falling asleep.  The patient felt dizzy a lot.  He has lightheadedness.  The patient has some headaches.

The patient is currently is a sheriff in law enforcement.  The patient is a sheriff in Sonoma County.  The patient tells me because of his symptoms, the patient has to work at night.  Night shift is easy on his symptoms.  He tells me that he has significant ringing in the ears, tinnitus, and dizziness at work.  He has difficulty to concentrate and focus.  The patient also has headaches which is also affecting his concentration and focus at work.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained a traumatic brain injury.  The patient was around many explosions during his training 2010 in Fort Benning, Georgia and also in 2012 and 2013 in Afghanistan.  The patient was in a lot of ammunition, loud explosion, causing to have dizziness, lightheadedness, and confusion.  He also has ringing in the ears.  Currently, he has significant ringing in the ears.  The patient has sleep disturbance, insomnia symptoms, tinnitus, and dizziness.  These are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
