HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2009, the patient was in San Antonio, Texas.  The patient was a passenger in a vehicle.  The patient tells me that the driver fell asleep, and the car got into an accident.  It was a big accident.  The patient tells me that he hit his head, he was comatose.  He was comatose for few days.  The patient was in the hospital for about two weeks.  When he woke up, the patient has severe headache, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient also has jaw fracture.  The patient required jaw surgery.  He did not have any brain surgery.  Since the incident, the patient has significant trouble sleeping, nightmares, aggression, lack of focus, loss of interest in doing things that he once enjoyed.  The patient also has headaches.

The patient is currently a carpenter.  He tells me that the tinnitus is significantly affecting the way he works.  The patient tells me that he has got ringing in the ears.  It is affecting his balance.  The patients tells me that the lack of sleep and nightmares, also affecting him to sleep, and that he is not having a lot of concentration and focus at work, because he is not getting enough sleep.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient was in a motor vehicle accident in San Antonio, Texas in 2009.  The patient was comatose for few days.  The patient hit the head and he was in the coma.  The patient was hospitalized for two weeks.  Since then the patient has significant insomnia symptoms, trouble sleeping, nightmares, agitation, lack of focus, lack of interest in doing things that he likes to do before, headaches, and tinnitus symptoms.  These are all common signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury. The patient was in coma for few days.
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
