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Randy Smith, this is a 39-year-old gentleman, HIV positive, history of colon cancer status post colon surgery some time ago, comes in with a chief complaint of head pain, eye pain, and swelling. The nurse’s notes indicate that the patient has a staph infection in his nostril and the patient is on Augmentin. I reviewed all medical records from facility at TEH and other facilities and there is no evidence that the patient received the Augmentin from anyone at our facility. The patient subsequently was evaluated by Dr. Gbalazeh in the emergency room. He was given a gram of vancomycin, Toradol and Tylenol. The note by Dr. Gbalazeh states that the patient is on Augmentin for strep cellulitis of nasal passage. The patient subsequently had a facial CT done, CBC, CMP, urinalysis, and urine drug screen. The CBC showed a white count of 5.9, H&H normal, chemistry within normal limits except for glucose slightly high at 98. CT showed enlarged adenoids and tonsils. No edema. No inflammatory changes. No abscess formation. Subsequently, the patient was continued on Augmentin and sent home with Toradol 10 mg tablets. No cultures were ordered nor done during this time. The patient’s medical medications were Flomax and Augmentin at this time. There is no information regarding whether or not the patient is on HIV medication on regular basis or any information regarding his CD4 count.

The patient returns to our facility at TEH same day, 11/01/2023 at 2033 hours this time complaining of pain has returned and discharge from nostrils. At this time, the patient was evaluated by Dr. Hammeke with chief complaint of facial cellulitis. Dr. Hammeke indicates that the patient is being seen for the same problem that he was evaluated for 14 hours ago. She reviewed the CT scan. She reviewed the notes including the fact that he received a gram of vancomycin, his white count and his chemistry. She diagnosed him again with facial cellulitis and gave the patient 28 tablets of Toradol. This time, the medications, she indicates that he is on Augmentin, Toradol, and Symtuza.

A copy of both charts has been included for your review. Again, no cultures were done during either visit to our facility.
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
