FACE-TO-FACE EVALUATION

The patient was visited today for face-to-face evaluation at his residence at 633 Rush Creek Drive, Apt. 419.
Mr. Stewart is a 67-year-old gentleman, currently on hospice with end-stage COPD. He has refused to use oxygen, to use a nebulizer. His condition started worsening since fall of 2023, when he was hospitalized with COVID. He has had more shortness of breath, increased anxiety, symptoms of angina requiring nitroglycerin, weight loss, decreased appetite, chest pain. He has a KPS score of 40%. He lives alone, but his granddaughter was visiting him. He also has a nonhealing wound about the right ankle consistent with stasis ulcer with diminished pulses that he probably will never heal completely because of his hypoperfusion, coronary artery disease, and COPD.

His other comorbidities include hypertension, insulin-dependent diabetes, neuropathy and pain related to neuropathy, and peripheral vascular disease. He is currently taking Tylenol No. 3 to control his pain. He used to work manual labor, did a lot of yard work when he was younger, but he is no longer able to do that and has not been able to do that for some time. His overall prognosis remains grave. The patient is expected to do poorly.
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
