PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed, no distress. She does not cry while I examined her. She is sleeping quietly, a bit irritated when I attempt to wake her up.
HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Ears: No erythema. Oropharyngeal area: No erythema. She does have conjunctivitis on that left eye. There is much erythema to the conjunctiva.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
