DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 71-year-old Hispanic male that is followed in the practice because of focal segmental glomerulosclerosis. The patient has been placed on Kerendia 20 mg. The latest laboratory workup that we have is on November 14, 2023; the serum creatinine is 1.7, the BUN is 19, and the estimated GFR is 43 mL/min. The patient has an albumin of 3.72. The serum electrolytes are within normal limits. The liver function tests are within normal limits. The protein creatinine ratio is consistent with 1.2 g/g of creatinine. It seems to me that the proteinuria is trending down.

2. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. The patient will be reevaluated in three months with laboratory workup.
