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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. A 90-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage IV. She has a history of carcinoma of the ovaries that was treated several years ago with chemotherapy. The chronic kidney disease is most likely associated to the side effects of the chemotherapy. The patient runs with a creatinine that is usually between 2 and 2.2 mg%. This time, the patient has a proteinuria that is around 350 mg/gram of creatinine.
2. The patient has a history of hyperkalemia that has been controlled with diet. This time, the potassium is 5.2.

3. The patient has a history of hypoparathyroidism with hypokalemia. The calcium remains 9.6.
4. Anemia that has gotten worse. Hemoglobin is just 9 g%. It is time for me to refer her to the Florida Cancer Center for management of the anemia. The patient has an iron that is 64, ferritin that is 143, the transferrin saturation is 20%; she needs Procrit basically. We are going to send the papers to the Florida Cancer Center.

5. The patient has a remote history of an ovarian cancer. We are going to request the CA 125 for the next appointment. Reevaluation will be done in three months. The patient is doing well for 90 years and we continue to monitor her closely.
