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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 72-year-old white female that is followed in the office because of the presence of CKD stage IV. The patient is without any complaints, she is feeling well. Comprehensive metabolic profile shows a creatinine of 1.4, a BUN of 33 with an estimated GFR of 36 mL/min. She is no longer CKD IV, she is CKD IIIB. The serum albumin is within normal limits. The protein-to-creatinine ratio is 233 mg/gram of creatinine.

2. Arterial hypertension. The blood pressure reading today is 117/66 with a heart rate of 58.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. The serum cholesterol level was within normal limits as well as the HDL and LDL.
4. The patient has a remote history of carcinoma of the ovary; the CA 125 is sent, which is within normal range. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
