CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. Left hand injury.

2. Left hand swelling.

3. Left hand pain.

4. History of dog bite to the left hand.
5. Family history of stroke.

6. The patient also needs blood work done. He has been told at one time that he had issues with thyroid nodules.

7. He has had palpitation.

8. Family history of stroke. He is concerned about possibility of carotid stenosis.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 50-year-old gentleman, married, comes in today with the above-mentioned symptoms for the past three days. The left hand is red hot and swollen.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date x1.
MAINTENANCE EXAM: He has not had any colonoscopy, not interested in any kind of colonoscopy. We talked about stopping smoking for sometime in the past, but he states he is not interested to talk about any more and he wants to continue to smoke.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He is a heavy smoker. He does not drink.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 130 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 97.9. Respirations 16. Pulse 84. Blood pressure 117/75.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is clear. Oral mucosa without any lesion.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

SKIN: No rash.

EXTREMITIES: Left hand definitely shows evidence of swelling. Positive pulses. No evidence of compartment syndrome.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Left hand cellulitis.

2. Family history of stroke.

3. Check blood work.

4. Leg pain.

5. Arm pain.

6. Left hand pain.

7. History of vertigo.

8. Mild BPH symptoms.

9. His abdominal ultrasound which was done because of nausea is improved; this may be related to his infection.

10. Echocardiogram is within normal limits.

11. Mild PVD noted.

12. Hand swelling related to the dog bite infection.

13. Rocephin 1 g now.

14. Augmentin 875 mg b.i.d.

15. Rest of abdominal ultrasound is negative.

16. No DVT or PVD in the lower extremity.

17. Must quit smoking.

18. Not interested in colonoscopy.

19. He also received dexamethasone 8 mg for swelling of the hand.

20. Medrol Dosepak at home.

21. Come back in a week.
22. He will look at it. If it is not improved in 24 hours, he will call us.

23. We will see how he his blood work shows including his white count, we will get in touch with him regarding the results.
