Mrs. Clark is a 79-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 1994. She also had a history of hypothyroidism and remote history of pancreatitis over 20 years ago. She also had a history of breast cancer in 2009 and familial hyperlipidemia. For her diabetes, she is currently on Janumet 50/1000 mcg twice a day, Lantus 30 units once daily, and Farxiga 10 mg once a day. She also takes pioglitazone 45 mg once daily. Her latest hemoglobin A1c is 7.6%. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. She denies any frequent episodes of hypoglycemia.

Plan:

1. For her type II diabetes, we will adjust her diabetic regimen. Her current hemoglobin A1c is 7.6%. I will simply her diabetic regimen, we will place her on Mounjaro 2.5 mg once weekly, Lantus 30 units once daily, and change the Synjardy XR 12.5 mg/1000 mg twice a day. Recheck a hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to return.

2. For her hyperlipidemia, this is familial in nature. She is currently on fenofibrate 160 mg once daily and Lipitor 40 mg once daily.

3. The patient is followed by her primary care provider. Dr. Maxwell.

4. For her hypothyroidism, continue levothyroxine 125 mcg daily.
