Mr. Noureux is a 71-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2005. He also had a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, cyst on his kidneys, and cataracts. His current hemoglobin A1c is 9%. For his diabetes, he is currently on metformin 850 mg three times a day and glipizide 10 mg twice a day. For breakfast, he usually eats peanut butter on toast and milk and cereal. He usually tries to eat about two meals per day and tries to avoid any sugar. The patient’s diabetes is complicated by neuropathy.

Plan:

1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 9%. My recommendation is to add Jardiance 25 mg once daily, continue the metformin 850 mg three times a day and continue glipizide 10 mg twice a day.

2. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For his hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy as well and check a current lipid panel.

4. His diabetes is complicated by diabetic peripheral neuropathy. He is on gabapentin therapy for this.

5. Followup with primary care provider Dr. Felipe Lugo.
