Mrs. Kendall is a 62-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding a multinodular goiter. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, bipolar disorder, vitamin D deficiency, vitamin B12 deficiency, chronic kidney disease, anemia, and hernia repair. She reports symptoms of occasional palpitations, dry skin, and fatigue. She reports a history of bipolar disorder so she has mood swings at times. She has some compressive symptoms of thyroid and she also has sciatic nerve compression. She reports history of knee replacement and broken ankle. The patient also has a history of coronary artery disease. She also has a history of lung nodule currently been watched by Dr. Wong and she is pending right hip surgery secondary to severe sciatica pain.

Plan:

1. For her multinodular goiter, the patient is noted to have a dominant nodule on the right measuring 1.8 x 1.5 x 1.0 cm. At this point, my recommendation is to check an FNA biopsy of the dominant nodule. The patient thyroid ultrasound is done on September 11, 2023. We will plan to review the results of the biopsy during her followup visit.

2. I will also check her current thyroid function studies including a TSH, free T4, and free T3 level. I will also check her for antibodies to assess for autoimmune thyroid disease.

3. Notably, the patient is pending sciatica surgery by Dr. Kimber.
4. For her hypertension, continue current therapy.

5. For her hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy.
