Dear Dr. Sears:

Thank you for this referral.

This 73-year-old male used to smoke one pack per day for 20 years and quit in 1984. Alcohol socially. Denies any drug allergies. He has history of diabetes and hypertension for last 20 years well controlled.

The patient was hospitalized in Medical City Denton on December 22nd with nausea and vomiting. He had several CT scans, which showed jejunal mass with metastasis in lungs and liver. An ultrasound guided biopsy of the liver lesion was done and it showed a metastatic adenocarcinoma consistent with GIT primary. The patient is here today for further advice.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: Diabetes and hypertension.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 6 feet tall, weighing 193 pounds, and blood pressure 119/74.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Could not feel any mass.

Extremities: No edema.
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DIAGNOSES:
1. Adenocarcinoma of GIT primary with liver and lung metastasis.

2. History of diabetes and hypertension.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will try to talk with the pathologist and get some more information as to what might be the actual primary site. The tumor was positive for CD20 and CDX2 and very weak SATB2 again that does not make it clear as to what might be the excite primary and we will try to figure it out after talking to the pathologist and make further recommendations. However since its adenocarcinoma with extensive metastases prognosis does not seem to be good nonetheless. We will see if any effective therapy could be instituted.
