PRE AND POST BRONCHODILATOR SPIROMETRY REPORT

Re: Mary Faller

On January 16, 2024, Mrs. Faller performed pre and post-bronchodilator spirometry. Prior to inhalation of bronchodilators, the forced vital capacity was moderately impaired and there was a moderate impairment in flow rate. The air velocity index was greater than 1. The ratio of FEF 25-75/FVC was less than 0.8. After bronchodilators, there was normalization of forced vital capacity with insignificant change in flow rates probably secondary to improved effort.

Compared to a prior study dated 04/25/23, there has been improvement in flow rates post-bronchodilator.
IMPRESSION: Moderate chronic obstructive pulmonary disease and improved effort after bronchodilators.
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
