CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today after loss of consciousness and fall.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her son stating that two days ago while she was stepping down the stairs at home she felt uneasy and she was trying to throw her jacket in the hand up on the stairs after that she suddenly passed out and fell on the stairs. She did not hit her head and she did not have any seizures. The family numbers were all around and she woke up within few minutes after that paramedics are called in and the patient did not go to the emergency room and she felt better. After that the patient was doing her activities. However, the patient the following day felt slightly weak and she was basically taking rest at home and the patient also complained of right hip pain and left hip pain and the pain level is 7 or 8 and it is worse upon exertion and it is relieved after resting.
The patient also complained of left arm numbness especially in the fingers and the patient does not show whether she hit her wrist during the fall or not. The tingling in the left fingers is on and off for past two months.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, ear pain, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypothyroidism and she is on levothyroxine 25 mcg once a day and levothyroxine 50 mcg rest of the days of the week.
The patient also has history of heartburn and she is on omeprazole 40 mg once a day.
The patient also has chronic bronchitis and she is on albuterol inhaler 108 mcg per ACT one or two puffs twice a day as needed and fluticasone disc inhaler two puffs twice a day.
FAMILY HISTORY: Not contributory.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with her husband and son and she never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Tenderness of the scalp without any nystagmus. Oropharyngeal examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any significant bruits.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
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ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema and the patient complains of pain in both the hips and range of movement of the hip joints is unlimited due to pain. Weightbearing is most painful.
Left wrist examination reveals minimal tenderness in the carpal tunnel. Handgrips are bilaterally equal.
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
