Thank you for this referral.

This 54-year-old female who does not smoke or drink socially. She recently moved from San Diego, California in November 2023 and she is here to establish new oncology care. She does not have any drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: She says she feels fine. She does not have any symptoms.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient was diagnosed to have rectal cancer during routine colonoscopy in October 2020. The patient subsequently was seen by oncology and was given concomitant chemo with radiation. She received FOLFOX infusion for sick cycles and she also received capecitabine while on radiation. She said she had radiation also for about six weeks. The patient then had AP resection and a colostomy, which was in September 2021 and since then she has been in remission.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: Also includes history of hypertension and history of hernia at colostomy site. She is on medication for her blood pressure and according to her it is well controlled. She is on I think atenolol.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is 54-year-old female.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 3 inches tall, weighing 198 pounds, blood pressure 120/84.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. JVP flat.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Colostomy on the left.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. History of rectal cancer status post chemoradiation followed by AP resection and colostomy.

2. Hypertension.

RECOMMENDATIONS: At this point, she appears to be in remission. We will draw the blood with CBC, CMP, CEA, and subsequently we also will get a CT scan of the abdomen and pelvis.
