HARRIS, FRANK
Frank is being recertified for hospice with endstage diagnosis of CVA. He has developed a large pressure ulcer on his right hip. He lives in a nursing home. His KPS has now slipped to 30% with a PPS of 30% and MAC of 21 cm. The patient has severe contractures, fed through the PEG tube. The worsening of the wound care is unavoidable given the patient’s protein-calorie malnutrition and severe muscle wasting. Overall prognosis is quite poor and most likely has less than six months to live especially with increased size of the pressure ulcer at the right hip and new stage II at the right gluteal area. The patient resides at a nursing facility in Houston, Texas.
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
