HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 61-year-old male patient here with fever, chills, sinus pressure, and ear discomfort as well. No nausea or vomiting.
No issue with bowel or bladder.

Symptoms are better with rest and worse on activity.

Symptoms have been ongoing now for three days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: He did have a LASIK surgery and a testicular procedure and also vasectomy.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: This patient has no known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Occasionally will dip tobacco. Occasionally will drink alcohol socially. No smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 119/76. Pulse 105. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.8. Oxygenation 98%. Current weight 236 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Ears: Bilateral tympanic membrane erythema is present. Canals are grossly clear.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Borderline tachycardia. Pulse rate is 105 on exam more in line with normal rate as I exam him further in the room. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs today include a flu test which was negative.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Acute sinusitis and otitis media. The patient will get Rocephin and dexamethasone as injections to be followed by Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak.
2. He is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms and return to clinic if not improved.
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
