HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 74-year-old male patient here today with complaints of sore throat, sinus drainage, and sinus pressure. He had fever this morning of 100.1 and also has cough. Cough is very minimal though. No other issues verbalized. Normal voiding and bowel movements. No acute pain. No fever or chills other than the 100.1 this morning which he states this is the first time that he has had the fever.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, hypothyroidism, low testosterone, and arthritis.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: All reviewed in the chart.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN PRODUCTS.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Negative for any secondhand smoke. Negative for drugs or alcohol or smoking.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 158/78. Pulse 66. Respirations 18. Temperature 98.3. Oxygenation 96%. Current weight 242 pounds.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal and round. Ears: Mild tympanic membrane erythema bilaterally. Landmarks are not visible. Canals are grossly clear. Oropharyngeal area: Erythematous. Postnasal drip observed as well. Oral mucosa moist.

NECK: Soft. No thyromegaly, masses, or lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Obese and nontender.

LABORATORY DATA: Labs include a flu and a strep test, they were both negative.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Acute sinusitis. The patient will receive Rocephin and dexamethasone as injections to be followed by a steroid pack and a Z-PAK. He is going to monitor his symptoms, get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, and return to clinic or call me if not improved.
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
