CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. Cough.

2. Congestion.

3. Ear pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is somewhat distraught because his house caught on fire today. He is also concerned about axillary swelling, but no mass and anything that he can feel, but he does feel some tightness there from time-to-time. He is a pipe worker, so he works outside and he does a lot of physical labor. He is married. He does not have any children.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date x3.
FAMILY HISTORY: Father died in his 90s of old age. Mother is 87. She is alive.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient is also complaining of ear pain. Previous records indicate that the patient has had some evidence of mild fatty liver, history of testicular pain resolved, inguinal lymphadenopathy resolved. No heme, no allergy and no other complaints today.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 152 pounds, no significant change. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 97.9. Respirations 16. Pulse 85. Blood pressure 134/91.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. The patient does have what looks like otitis media.

2. I cannot feel any tenderness or mass on the axilla.

3. Soft tissue ultrasound is also negative.

4. Soft tissue of upper extremities within normal limits.

5. There is nothing in the axilla that I can appreciate on exam.

6. Lymphadenopathy very mild in the neck.

7. Sinusitis.

8. Rocephin 1 g now.

9. Ciprodex for ear pain on the left side.

10. Z-PAK.

11. Medrol Dosepak.

12. Come back if not any better.

13. I explained to him that the ultrasound might not be the best thing to look at his left axilla. I do not feel any on the exam. I do not see any on the ultrasound, but if symptoms continue in the next three to four weeks, we need to do a CT and he agrees.

14. Carotid stenosis minimal as before.

15. Fatty liver minimal as before.

16. BPH mild with symptoms.

17. Blood work has been done in the past and is up-to-date.

18. He does not want to do any blood test now, he wants to come back fasting. He just had a house fire and wants to go home and see about his house.

ADDENDUM: His chest x-ray is totally negative today despite exposure to the fire.
