CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father and two other siblings.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented, well nourished, well developed, and well groomed. He is not in any distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 92/58. Pulse 105. Respirations 20. Temperature 97.7. Oxygenation 100%. Current weight 98 pounds.

HEENT: Largely unremarkable. Ears were within normal limits. Oropharyngeal area: Within normal limits.
NECK: Soft.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.
HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Cough. The patient will get Bromfed DM 5 mL four times daily p.r.n. cough #80 mL. He is to get plenty of fluids, plenty of rest, monitor symptoms, and return to clinic if needed.
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
