The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in June 2023.  The patient was setting up an engine platform.  The patient was at Travis Air Force Space, at work.  The patient was holding up a railing.  The railing is about 30 pounds.  However, his coworker dropped the railing, and fell on the left side of the head.  He hit him on the left side on the temporal area.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  However, the patient has severe headache.  The patient is confused, disoriented, and dizzy.  The patient has severe nausea.  The patient had significant symptoms for the rest of the day and the day after.
The patient still has significant dizziness, nausea, migraines, constant headaches, neck pain, light sensitivity, and pain in the neck.  The patient also has tinnitus and ringing in the ears.  The patient also has memory loss and fatigue.  The patient also has anxiety and depression.  The patient has short-term memory deficits and significant difficulty to concentrate.  The patient is taking Tylenol and ibuprofen as needed for the pain.
The patient is currently working for the Air Force as an aircraft mechanic.  The patient tells me that his head pain, migraines, light sensitivity, neck pain are significantly affecting his job.  His memory loss is affecting him to remember task duties.  The patient also has significant dizziness and lightheadedness, which limited his ability to perform as an aircraft mechanic.  The patient also difficulty concentrate and focus.
