P:

Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient is still requiring supplemental oxygen.  She is on antibiotics.  She will be following up with urologist soon.  Encouraged her to increase activity.  The patient and her family would like her to continue taking tramadol, which she was taking prior to the hospitalization as well because I think that could be causing some lethargy in her.
