CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after emergency room visit.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that three days ago he had left-sided chest pain and it was initially minor; however, it continued for a day and after that the patient also had mild cough and he decided to go to the emergency room in the nearby hospital. In ER, the patient had an extensive workup done and *________* stable and his oxygen saturation was 97% after that the patient had blood test and his CBC was unremarkable and his blood chemistry and his glucose was 107 it was non-fasting. Rest of the chemistries was within normal limits except one liver enzyme was slightly elevated and his troponin was 2.6. The patient then had a chest x-ray reveals lung and heart size was normal. The patient then had an EKG, which did not show acute changes. Otherwise, the patient was given pain medication and discharged. The patient stated that after that he started feeling better and now his pain is 80% gone and he has pain mostly on the left-sided ribcage and it is not associated with any palpitation, dizziness, or radiation of pain to the arm.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, headache, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypercholesterolemia and he is on rosuvastatin 5 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he is IT professional. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. However, the patient stated that he was playing his children and he might have held his *_________* on the left side of the chest.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or bruits.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
Chest wall examination reveals tenderness of the left third and fourth ribs without any deformity. There are no skin changes.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
