CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with chief complaint of coughing, mild shortness of breath, mild wheezing, and followup for hypertension.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with her husband today complaining of severe cough with greenish phlegm. The patient had similar symptoms few days ago and at that time because of the worsening of the condition the patient went to the emergency room and she had extensive workup done. At that time the patient’s vital signs are stable and O2 saturation was 98%. The patient then had rapid COVID test PCR was unremarkable and she was given cough medication and sent home. The patient stated that still she has extensive coughing and also there is wheezing the patient has used albuterol inhaler without much relief. The patient had similar episode last year and she took antibiotic, which helped her. The patient also denied any exposure to serious illnesses or allergies.
Also the patient came today as a followup for hypertension and lately her blood pressure has been high, but she does not have any chest pain.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied double vision, ear pain, sore throat, swallowing difficulty, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, or skin rashes.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for chronic bronchitis and she is on Breo 200 mcg one puff as needed. The patient is also on fluticasone nasal spray one puff each nostril twice a day.
The patient has a history of diabetes and she is on glimepiride 4 mg one tablet as per the endocrinologist and metformin 1000 mg one tablet a day along with low-carb diet.

The patient is also on albuterol nebulizer treatment, but she has not taken it yet.

The patient has a history of hypertension and she is on lisinopril 2.5 mg once a day along with low-salt diet.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with her husband and husband also have some illness and she has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use or substance abuse.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Minimal expiratory wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Obese without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: Unremarkable without any edema or calf tenderness.
NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate.

I had a long discussion with the patient and her husband and all her questions are answered to her satisfaction and she verbalized full understanding.
