CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of rashes on the low back, itching, scrotal lump and accidental fall.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he noticed skin rashes on the low back five or six days ago and it was pruritic and the patient then developed one small lump, which was slightly painful, but there was no bleeding or discharge. The patient never had such rashes in the past.
The patient also noticed small lump on the scrotum and he never had these problems in the past. The patient denied any fever or chills.

The patient also had accidental fall in the parking lot today and he did not hit his head. The patient does not have any residual pain. He did not lose his lung consciousness and he was helped by his wife when he was walking on the snow.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or open wounds.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Unremarkable and the patient has recent hernia repair, which is unremarkable.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he started working and he never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGICAL: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
Musculoskeletal examination is unremarkable.

Skin examination reveals few papular rashes on the sacrum and there is 5 to 6 mm size lump on the low back. It is not painful. There is no discharge and there is no redness.

The patient also has less than 1 cm lump on the scrotum and there is no discharge or redness. There is minimal tenderness. There is no lymph node enlargement and abdominal wound has completely healed.

The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
