Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Chronic edema.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, and has memory deficits.

LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Wernicke's encephalopathy.

2. Ambulatory dysfunction.

3. History of PE.

4. Neuropathy.

5. Cervical disc disease.

6. Cervical radiculopathy.

PLAN: We will continue all her current medications. She does have sacral skin break at local skin care and being follow by wound team for the local skin protocol.
