HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: No leg edema. Left side, left arm is contracted, and left side is weak.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, cooperative, and some memory deficits but he has significant left-sided weakness and left arm is contracted.

LABS: Reviewed.

ASSESSMENT: The patient has multiple medical problems:
1. CVA with left side weakness.

2. Left hand arm contract.

3. COPD.

4. Chronic smoking.

5. Ambulatory dysfunction.

PLAN: We will continue all his current medications. I have discussed with the nursing staff no other issues reported. Care plan also discussed with the patient.
