SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today at the nursing rehab as a followup. He is doing fairly well. He denies any headache, dizziness, nausea, or vomiting. He is ambulatory. The patient has multiple medical problems hypothyroidism, Barrett’s esophagus, hypothyroidism, and peripheral vascular disease. Today, no headache. No dizziness. No cough. No congestion. No fever. No chills.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is awake and alert.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 150/80, pulse 87, temperature 97.9, respiration 20, and pulse ox 98%.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric. No ear or nasal discharge.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Trace edema but there is no calf tenderness.

Neuro: He is awake. He is alert but forgetful and disoriented.

LABS: Reviewed by me. WBC 7.6, hemoglobin 14.2, hematocrit 44, HDL 61, LDL 60, sodium 138, potassium 4.1, chloride 104, CO2 28, glucose 70, BUN 29, creatinine 0.8, calcium level 9.3, AST 24, and ALT 19.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Cognitive impairment.

3. Peripheral vascular disease status post right leg angioplasty.

4. Memory deficits.

5. Hypertension.

6. History of hyperlipidemia.

7. History of Barrett’s esophagus.

8. History of GERD.

PLAN: We will continue all his current medications. Care plan discussed with the patient no other acute issues reported today.
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
